Worshipful Masters Message 
Brethren, 
The importance of bees and beehives. The beehive has been an 
emblem of the Masonic Fraternity for centuries. Why? There have 
been many stories over the years about the declining number of bees 
in the world to a point of extinction. Scientists have determined that 
bees are the only living things that are not carriers of any type of 
pathogen, regardless of whether it is a fungus, a virus, or a 
bacterium. Why did ancient Master Masons believe that the beehive 
was so important? Did they know about the value of the bee back 
then that scientists know today? 
The Masonic “beehive” is an emblem of industry. What does that 
mean? A dictionary definition defines “industry” as simply “hard 
work” or “diligence in any employment or pursuit, especially steady 
or habitual effort”. That definition would describe our ancient 
Masonic ancestors, who felt “industry” is needed for all men. 
So many lectures and practices of Freemasonry over the years have 
focused on making Masons better men. Over the centuries we have 
progressed in large ways. It is astounding how smart our Masonic 
ancestors were in their time. They adopted the beehive as an 
important symbol. They must have realized how valuable the bee 
was to human life and saw what traits made the bee’s efforts so 
important.  
The beehive was selected hundreds of years ago to teach an 
important lesson. That lesson remains important to every Mason 
today. The emblem is a symbol for industry, hard work, or diligence 
in any pursuit. Along with these lessons, we should also remember 
that dedication and commitment go a long way in the Lodge and our 
lives. We, as Mason’s, can learn much from bees. Simple observation 
by us all and looking out for each other will make our lives better. 
As we begin to get back into the rhythm of our meeting schedule, 
contemplate the importance of this message. Many things have 
changed for all of us this year but, lest we forget who and what we 
are and what obligations we took.  
Let us work to protect bees, beehives and each other and the 
“industry” represented therein.
